Â Natural energy resource endowment alone is not sufficient to solve 
all energy related problems

Â several other factors including policy, human capacity, technology, 
institutions, finance etc play equally important roles in any system

Â only a holistic and complimentary system ensures absence of energy 
poverty, thus avoiding economic poverty

Â World Energy Council (WEC) assessment study of 2009: examined 
the performances of the respective member countries in terms of 
identified set of indicators

Â African participation constituted about 15% of all, based on cluster
