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Energy efficiency seminars for mining and industrial customers 

What is MIEO?

Mining and Industrial Energy Optimisation (MIEO), a chapter of The Southern African Association for Energy Efficiency (SAEE) will be hosting seminars on energy efficiency for industry around the country in 2010. In these seminars, facilitated and guided by Eskom DSM, the MlEO brings together leading manufacturers and suppliers of all major energy consuming plants with one key objective: to show where, how and on what scale energy savings are to be found.
Background to the seminars

In 2008 a number of leading industrial suppliers, led by ABB and Martec, formed an initiative to address energy efficiency in mining and industry.  Although each company has products and services offering useful energy savings, the benefits can be multiplied if they are employed as part of a wider system optimisation approach to energy saving.  Feedback from customers has shown that information on how to save is lacking from suppliers and Eskom. In view of the pressing energy crisis, these companies decided to work together to enhance awareness of significant energy saving opportunities.

The systems aspect being all-important in this initiative, ABB and Martec invited participation from other companies supplying key products representing significant components in mining and industrial electrical energy consumption. It was also agreed to invite leading proponents of energy conservation in the industrial and mining sector who could “lead by example”, viz. Ian Langridge of Anglo Technical. 
Seminar theme

The theme for the seminars is Guidelines for Achieving Significant Electricity Savings in Mining and Industry.  A core concept for the seminar is adopting a systems and process approach to energy saving.

Nature of the seminars

The seminars, conducted by all the members of this consortium, are planned for Witbank, Gauteng, Richardsbay, Cape Town, Klerksdorp and Rustenburg.  (Please view the programme for other topics to be covered and the e brochure for the details of the venue).

Presentations are structured at maximum 20 minutes each with ample networking time allowed in-between as well as table top displays around which further private discussions can be held.
